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REQUIREMENTS FOR MAINTAINING MEMBERSHIP IN THE

 SPANISH HONOR SOCIETY

I. Enrollment: You MUST be enrolled in a Spanish class at least once per school year. 

II. Attendance: There are no excused or unexcused absences from meetings, they are just absences. You are allowed ONE grace absence. After that, you will have 10 points deducted from your point total for every meeting/function that you miss. 

III. GPA: You must maintain a 4.0 average in Spanish to be an active member. If you do not, you will be on probation and will need to make up the deficit with the service over and above what is required of you in section IV below. Honors classes will count as honors grades (e.g. A = 5 pts., B = 4 pts., etc.). If at any point you go below a 4.0, you will complete 25 additional points. At NO TIME can your GPA be lower than 3.5!!! You will be dropped from membership automatically if this happens!

IV. POINT System: You must earn 100 points each year (or 150 points for two years) from the activities below. They must be documented (tickets, photos, etc.), written up in Spanish, and turned in to me within a week of the event. They cannot be turned in any later than one week after the activity. 

ALL POINTS must be completed the day before the last meeting!!!

1. Induction – Everyone must attend and do committee work 
 Attendance / Committee = 5 points, Absence = -10 points
2. Tutoring – There are two forms of tutoring – The Spanish Academy and on your own.  The latter must be documented with dates, times, what was tutored or covered and the signature of the tutee’s parent. MUST BE DONE IN PERSON – NO FACE TIME!
Spanish Academy = 10 points
Own = 5 points

3. Museum – Take a Spanish Language Tour on Sundays at the NC Art Museum (www.ncartmuseum.org). Limit: 1 tour per school year. 

One Spanish Language Tour = 5 points

4. International Events – (La Fiesta del Pueblo, Festival Internacional, etc.) Must attend a minimum of two hours and must specifically attend the events related to Hispanic activities/foods. Document the event with a program and photos (make sure you’re in one of the photos), and a detailed description of your impressions in Spanish. 

In town = 10 points,    Out of town = 15 points

5. Contest/Competition – SAT II in Spanish, AP Exam, National Spanish Exam, etc.

For taking the SAT II exam  = 10 points - documentation required
AP Exam (from previous year)

· a score of 5 = 20 points

· a score of 4 = 15 points

· a score of 3 = 10 points

6. Travel – Must be to a Spanish-speaking country. You must keep a journal in Spanish and turn it in to me within one week of your return. If it is summer travel, turn it in the 1st week of school.

10 to 20 points depending on location, length of trip, etc. 

7. Hispanic Experience – You must compare and contrast two or more of the following places: A Hispanic supermarket (Compare) vs. An American supermarket (Harris Teeter), restaurants (Tasca Brava vs. Jíbara). 

1½ page minimum = 5 points 

8. Catch all – Something related to Hispanic culture or to the Spanish language that we haven’t listed. Make sure you ask first!

Examples:
Governor’s School for Spanish = 30 points



Teacher Helper = 10 points

Habitat for Humanity = 10 points



Food for meetings = 3 points



Spanish / Sociedad  Pride = 3 points

V. Finally: You must pay your dues, pay for your cord, and satisfy all of the above requirements each year before being given your senior honor cord. You must show me documentation within a week of the activity.  There will be absolutely no double dipping!!! You MAY NOT do something for our SPANISH HONOR SOCIETY and count it towards another honor society. That’s not honorable – If we catch you doing it, you will be automatically dropped from SHS.
